0-2s

Today we repeated our lesson from last week. We
practiced being thankful for things God gives to us.
Remember to keep practicing with your child at home
too.

3s-PRE K

Today we discovered Jesus is our leader, no matter
where we are or what we're doing. One way to help
your kids engage more in following (or obeying) is
playing "Follow the Leader." You can be the leader
and then let your kids take a turn leading. Try these
options: Marching in place or around the room, putting
your hand over your mouth, ears or nose, pretending
to be various animals, etc. You can also check out the
story of Mary and Martha in a children's bible (Luke
10:38-42.) Mary knew what was important--following
Jesus.
