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	Text1: Welcome to week 4 of Reset. This week we are focusing on love, particularly the way Jesus loves us! Read Luke 9:46-48 to see how Jesus feels about kids!

This week point out great things about your kid -- their energy, their creativity, their joy and discover ways that they are unique by doing the RESET family guide together.  
	Text2: Today we created things by using playdough.  We used cookie cutters and lots of our imagination.  As we created we talked about different things God has made in our world.  What can you find this week to remind you of God’s great creations?
  

	Text3: Jesus loves us just the way we are. Remind your kids of that this week and do your best to show them this kind of love. Call out the things in your child that are unique and help him see all of the ways God loves him. Help your child find a picture to place in his doorhanger and place it on a special door to remind him that Jesus loves him just the way he is..  
	Text4: Today kids learned Jesus loves them just the way they are.  They don't have to "clean up their act" in order for Him to be crazy about them.  We talked about all kinds of situations that happen like making "A"s on a report card or breaking a toy.  Jesus loves us in all situations.  Read your family RESET guide week 4 this week for more things to do to make this lesson come alive at home.  

	Text5: Remember the feeling of being left out when you were a kid?  It is so painful that many kids will do anything to try to fit in.  Today we learned Jesus loves us just the way we are, and when we try to "fit into" someone else's role it is uncomfortable.  It is easiest to just be the person that God made you.  See the RESET family guide for ideas on how to experience this lesson at home.
