SET WHAT YOUR KIDS ARE TALKING ABOUT THIS WEEK
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K-4TH

Prayer is talking to God. The great thing about prayer
is we can talk to God in lots of different ways about
anything. Today we practiced praying using
playdough to keep our minds on what we wanted to
talk about. We used the PRAY model of prayer. Ask
your kids to tell you about it. Here's some hints:
Praise, Repent, Ask, and Yield.

Let's face it, sometimes we get distracted when we
pray. Today kids practiced praying in four different
ways. Ask your child how these things helped them
pray today: playdough, closing their eyes, a ball, and
laying on their back. Use some of these ideas to pray
with your family this week.
